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ABSTRACT

The article states that in the 21st century, the mission of higher education
institutions goes beyond the mere transmission of knowledge. It involves the
individualization of the learning process and aims to create a student-centered
educational environment in which students are active participants in the educational
process. The focus is on developing a well-rounded individual who meets the modern
demands of the labor market, works effectively, adapts to change, and contributes to
societal development. The main positive characteristics of American higher education
are considered: its multi-purpose and multifunctional nature; mandatory accreditation
of all higher education institutions; the absence of a unified program-methodological
center; division into two types — comprehensive and research universities; two levels of
educatlon — undergraduate (bachelor’s degree) and graduate (master’s and doctoral
degrees); a flexible, tiered degree system; and conscious choice of specialization. It is
emphasized that the main goal of classroom instruction in U.S. universities today is to
develop students’ interest in the subject, familiarize them with its core principles, and
define the main directions for independent work. Extracurricular activities have become
regarded as the main form of the educational process, with the ratio of classroom to
extracurricular learning being approximately 1:3. Based on the analysis of research
conducted by American and domestic scholars, the main types of extracurricular
activities in U.S. universities are identified as: student self-government, sports
organizations, academic and professional organizations, volunteer and community
organizations, project-based activities, multicultural engagement, and the arts.
Examples of extracurricular activities within the U.S. university system are provided. It
Is concluded that the positive aspects of extracurricular activities in U.S. universities
include: open access to information about available extracurricular opportunities;
opportunities for independent professional development; the presence of tutors who
guide extracurricular activities; the ability to create one’s own organization or club
based on personal interests; the integration of extracurricular work with the
educational process as a complementary component; productive use of free time; and
the creation of an open educational environment.
